CLOSED CANS AND BOTTLES can explode 
when placed in the fire. You must put them 
in the provided dumpsters.

PLEASE RECYCLE – Designated dumpsters 
will be available.

BULK TRASH, such as furniture, appliances, 
etc., WILL NOT BE ACCEPTED. Food 
garbage can be placed in our dumpsters.
